One thousand job seekers head to Gloucester Quays recruitment event
Job seekers in Gloucester received a boost today as around a thousand potential employees attended the first of a two-day event designed to provide information about the job opportunities being created by the new Gloucester Quays development.

Ahmed Goga, director of Gloucester Works says ‘This information event represents a great opportunity for local people to find out more about the new job opportunities created with some of the high profile employers recently announced by the Quays and with the support of Gloucester Works they will have the best opportunity to take advantage of these new job opportunities.’
Paul James, leader of Gloucester City Council said: ‘I’m delighted to attend the Gloucester Quays recruitment and information event. It’s a superb event, extremely well attended. This is a real shot in the arm for the City at a difficult time. But it’s only the start of the benefits Gloucester Works will bring to the City’s people.’
Councillor Jackie Hall, Chair of Gloucestershire Strategic Partnership also went along to meet jobseekers and employers. She added: ‘The Quays is an exciting development for Gloucester. The vibrant new shopping areas should draw more visitors to the City and create jobs for local people.’
