Churchdown resident Gary Steer, 28, has been unemployed for 14 months following a neck injury and is one of almost 1,000 job seekers being supported by Gloucester Works throughout the City. 

Gary says, “Having been unemployed for more than a year, it’s hard to keep applying for jobs and not get anywhere. You get stuck in a rut and the monotony of constantly searching for vacancies can become really demoralising. That’s why the Jobs Hubs are so important in offering practical advice and a fresh perspective – the Gloucester Works team can make you aware of opportunities you perhaps had never considered before.”

Gary first heard about the help and advice available to him after visiting a Gloucester Works Jobs Fair last year, and he urges other jobseekers to go along to the next Gloucester Works Jobs Fair on 14 September at the Gloucester Rugby Club. More recently, Gary has visited Gloucester Works Jobs Hubs at Churchdown and Podsmead and has received CV advice from the team, leading to a number of job interviews.

I’m passionate about creative writing and in the past I had always been warned against including information about my interests and hobbies. However, the Jobs Hub encouraged me to include this, helping my CV to stand out and become more personal. It’s the best advice I’ve ever received and thanks to my improved CV, I’ve been invited to a number of interviews. 
“Jason and Monique at the Jobs Hub have helped me so much - it’s the first time I’ve met people with a really positive and proactive approach. Most importantly, they take time to really understand what your goals are and the help you need to achieve them. I feel like I’m a few steps closer to securing employment.”
